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Pacific Crest Trail Association’s Annual Alice Krueper Clean-Up Day to Target Interstate 10 Corridor in San Gorgonio Pass on November 16, 2002

The Pacific Crest Trail Association with the help of volunteers, the Bureau of Land Management and Forest Service will celebrate it’s Annual Alice Krueper Clean-Up Day on November 16, 2002 by removing trash, tires and graffiti from the area where the 2,650-mile Pacific Crest Trail crosses San Gorgonio Pass and Interstate 10 in Southern California.

The Pacific Crest Trail was designated a National Scenic Trail by Congress in 1968.  Unfortunately, where the Mexico-to-Canada footpath crosses San Gorgonio Pass is currently far from scenic – trash, tires, graffiti and other refuse litter the area. 

Over the course of a single day, volunteers, Pacific Crest Trail Association staff, Bureau of Land Management and Forest Service representatives will attempt to clear the trail’s corridor of unsightly and polluting trash and restore it to scenic levels. A big task, but one that they are confident they can achieve. Historically, Alice Krueper Clean-Up Day has been very successful. 

Created to honor the late Alice Krueper, a pioneer volunteer who organized numerous multi-day trail work crews, the Clean-Up Day is a great way for people to help the trail and the association while having fun and remembering Alice. 

All are invited! The day begins at 8:30am with orientation and work crew assignments. Lunch and refreshments will be provided and special guests including members of the Krueper family, Liz Bergeron (the director of the Pacific Crest Trail Association) and representatives from the Bureau of Land Management and Forest Service will address the group.
